Regulatory Committees
(a) Licensing Committee
Terms of Reference

(1) The full Committee shall comprise 15 Councillors appointed by the Council at its annual
meeting, including a Chairman and Vice-Chairman.

(2) For the functions set out in Appendix 1, and the legislation listed in Appendices 2 and 3,

a sub-committee consisting of no more than any three Councillors drawn from the members
of the full Committee shall be formed. Any such sub-committee shall include, by rota, one of
the six Licensing Sub-Committee Chairmen appointed at each Annual Council meeting.

(3) The Quorum for the Committee is set out in the Rules set out in Part 4 of this Constitution
save that no business shall be transacted unless either the Chairman or Vice-Chairman of
the Committee is present.

(4) The Committee and sub-committees shall have full authority to hear and determine
licensing applications.

(5) The Committee and sub-committees shall be further empowered to determine appeals
made against the decisions of the Service Director (Commercial and Regulatory Services)
taken under delegated authority on licensing applications. (See Council delegation schedule
for more details).

(6) The Committee shall at all times carry out its duties solely within the policy from time to
time determined by the Council and shall conduct its proceedings in accordance with the
requirements set out in Appendix 4 (Conduct of Business by the Licensing Committee and
Sub-Committees).

(7) The Licensing Committee shall take no part in the production or revision of the statement
of licensing policy made under Section 5 of the Licensing Act 2003, however, they may
determine policy under the legislation listed in Appendices 2 and 3 to this Article.

(8) To be responsible for the consideration and approval of Designation Orders under
Section 13 of the Criminal Justice and Police Act 2001 (Exercise of Controls over the
consumption of alcohol in Public Places).

General Conduct

All hearings of the Licensing Committee under the Licensing Act 2003, are to be held
in accordance with the Personal Licences, Hearings, Premises Licences and Club
Premises Certificates, and Licensing Register Regulations, made under the Licensing
Act 2003.

The Council’s Constitution shall regulate the conduct of and debate at meetings.

In the case of hearings under the Licensing Act 2003, the Committee shall only
consider those matters relevant to the licensing objectives as set out in the Licensing
Act 2003 and the statement of licensing policy adopted by the Council.

Declarations of Interest

Members of the Committee are subject to the Council’s Code of Conduct.

Participation in the Hearing

Debate shall be restricted to members of the Licensing Committee. Where a local
ward member, not being a member of the Committee, wishes to participate in the
hearing, they may do so only with the permission of the Chairman and their
participation shall be subject to the same rules as are applied to any other witnesses to
the application.

In hearings other than those under the Licensing Act 2003, where a ward member is a
member of the Committee, and wishes to object to the application, the member shall
give 14 days’ notice of their intention, and shall play no part in the decision-making
process of the Committee. In hearings under the Licensing Act 2003, those named as
responsible authorities and interested parties in the Act may only make
representations within the time limits set out in the relevant statutory provisions.

All persons participating in the hearing shall be made aware of the limitations or scope
of statements that will be acceptable and, in particular, that statements should be
factual or a fair statement on a matter of public interest.

In the case of any hearing pursuant to the summary review procedure under the
Violent Crime Reduction Act 2006, the membership of any Subcommittee adjudicating
on such a review shall comprise any three members drawn from the Licensing
Committee subject to the proviso that no member should serve more than one hearing.

Attendance of the Public

The Council’s Constitution and relevant statutory provisions relating to the admission
or exclusion of the public shall apply to all meetings of the Licensing Committee.

Natural Justice

There are two elements to natural justice:

(a)

Fairness

All persons affected by the decision or in the case of matters associated with the
Licensing Act 2003, those named as responsible authorities and interested
parties in the Act, will be allowed a hearing before a decision is made.

Only objectors who can show clearly that they are affected by a decision shall be
afforded the right to be heard or, in the case of hearings under the Licensing Act
2003, only those named in the Act as responsible authorities or interested
parties.

All information shall be made available, where possible in advance, to the
applicant and the Commiittee.

All members of the Committee shall be present throughout the hearing of a
particular application. Where a member arrives late or leaves during a hearing of
a particular application, that member shall play no part in the decision-making
process. Where an application is adjourned it shall be continued by the same
members only, and no others.

The Committee shall have discretion in respect of ‘late’ objections. Such
objections shall be clearly marked on the agenda as such and the Committee
shall decide on their acceptability. The applicant shall be advised of any late
objections. In the case of representations made in relation to the Licensing Act
2003 applications, these shall only be accepted in accordance with the relevant
statutory provisions.

Prevention of Bias

The rules on the declarations of interest shall be firmly applied.

If the Committee moves into private session to consider its decision, it shall be
accompanied only by its advising officers, none of whom shall have taken a

substantive part in the hearing, and shall play no substantive part in the decision-
making process.

General Procedures for Hearings

The following procedural requirements shall be followed at all times:

(a)
(b)

There shall be no recommendation from officers on the agenda;

The Committee shall be supplied with copies of all relevant documentation and
the process and order of procedure shall be as follows:

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(i)  The Chairman will open the meeting and introduce persons as appropriate
asking applicants and representatives to identify themselves.

(i)  The Chairman will outline the procedure to be followed.
(i)  The Lead Officer will outline the matter in hand.

(iv) The applicant or representative will present his/her case, with or without
witnesses, and be questioned by members or any objectors/persons making
representations present.

(v) Any objectors/persons making representations may then present their
objections/representation, with or without withesses, and be questioned by
members or the applicant/s or their representative.

(vi) The objectors/persons making representations may make a final statement
(without introducing new issues).

(vii) Finally, the applicant has the right to make a final statement (without introducing
new issues).

(viii) All evidence/disclosures are to be made in the presence of all persons, unless
someone voluntarily excuses themselves from the proceedings.

(ix) Committee members shall restrict themselves to questions and not discussion or
comment.

(x) The applicant, objectors/persons making representations shall be allowed to ask
officers questions of a technical/factual nature at any time during the
proceedings.

(xi)  An adjournment should be granted where to do otherwise would deny a fair
hearing.

(xii) The Committee may resolve to decide upon the application in private session,
however, if it becomes necessary to recall anyone for additional information,
everyone shall be invited to return to the Hearing.

(xiii) The decision shall be given in the presence of all parties that wish to be present
and confirmed in writing as soon as possible thereafter. If legal advice is given
to members this advice will be repeated in summary form.

Application

1. A Temporary Event Notice has been given by Mr James Webster for the following
premises: The Pink Zebra, 6-7 Foxes Parade, Sewardstone Road, Waltham Abbey
EN9 1PH. The notice is in respect of a ticketed Birthday Party, which is proposed to
take place on 7" to 8" July 2023 between 20:00 to 03:45 for a maximum of 200 people.

The licensable activities applied for are as follows:

¢ The sale by retail of alcohol,
¢ The provision of regulated entertainment
e The provision of late-night refreshment

The Temporary Event Notice was received on 20" June 2023.

Licensing Act 2003

2 Where the licensing authority receives an objection notice from the Police or
Environmental Health that is not withdrawn, it must hold a hearing to consider the
objection notice unless all parties agree that this is unnecessary. When considering a
Temporary Event Notice the licensing authority must have regard to steps that are
appropriate to promote the licensing objectives.

These are—
(a) the prevention of crime and disorder.
(b) public safety.
(c) the prevention of public nuisance; and
(d) the protection of children from harm.

3 It must also have regard to its Statement of Licensing Policy and any guidance
issued by the Secretary of State.
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Consultation

4 The Responsible Authorities for, Essex Police, the Environment Enforcement/
Community Resilience Team and Environmental Health Team were consulted.

5 The authority received an objection notice from Essex Police.

Guidance Issued by the Secretary of State

6 The Licensing Act 2003 provides that the licensing authority must ‘have regard to’
guidance issued by the Secretary of State under section 182.

Options

In determining the Temporary Event Notice, the Sub-Committee may take any of the
following steps as it considers necessary for the promotion of the licensing objectives,
namely:

¢ Allow the licensable activities to go ahead as stated in the Temporary Event
Notice

e Impose one or more of the existing licence conditions on the Temporary Event
Notice (insofar as such conditions are not inconsistent with the event)

¢ Reject the Temporary Event Notice and issue a counter notice.

Determination

The Sub-committee is asked to determine the Temporary Event Notice having regard to

(a) the content of this report and objection notice

(b) any additional information obtained from the hearing

(c) the Council’s statement of licensing policy

(d) Guidance issued by the Secretary of State, and

(e) the steps appropriate to promote the licensing objectives.

Appeal

If any party is aggrieved with the decision, they can appeal to Magistrates court. The
appeal period is 21 days from notification of the decision. An appeal may not be
brought later than five working days from the day of the planned event.

On 20™ June 2023 Essex Police received the above Notice(s).

The Police are satisfied that the allowing the premises to be used in accordance with the
notice(s) would undermine one or more of the licensing objectives.

The licensing objective(s) of relevance to this objection notice are:
e Prevention of Crime and Disorder
e Prevention of Public Nuisance

The reasons for being so satisfied are that the premises already benefits from a Premises
Licence until 02:00 (Fridays-Saturdays); this notice seeks to run from 20:00 to 03:45. Allowing
the event to take place under a TEN would essentially allow the premises to operate outside
of the conditions listed on the premises licence.

Currently by 02:30 (premises closes at 2am) any anti-social behaviour and violence is coming
to an end. With this TEN ending at 03:45 these types of disturbances have the potential to
occur over a longer period and at a much later time, disrupting residents and placing additional
burden upon the police and ambulance services.

Etecting and serving Essex

At 03:45 there will be fewer methods for customers to leave the area, as local taxi companies
will have likely ceased trading. This increases the potential for crime and disorder as patrons
congregate outside waiting for the few passing taxis and private hire vehicles available.

Furthermore, the premises is in close proximity to residential addresses and with up to 200
people (as stated by the applicant on the Temporary Event Notice but could be up to 499
people) leaving the premises at 03:45; is likely to create noise causing a public nuisance.

This premises has already had incidents of crime and disorder and noise nuisance over the
past year related to people leaving the venue, further highlighting the concerns that Essex

Police have.

A copy of this objection notice has been served upon the premises user (or agent making
application), the local Environmental Health Department and the relevant licensing authority.

On receipt of this notice the licensing authority will issue a ‘Counter Notice’ and provide further
information on related procedures.

All Premises Licence authorising supply of alcohol

The licence is granted subject to the Mandatory conditions for sale of alcohol as set out in the Licensing
Act 2003 as amended by the Licensing Act 2003 (Mandatory Licensing Conditions) Order 2010 and Order
2014.

1. No supply of alcohol may be made under the Premises Licence —

At a time when there is no Designated Premises Supervisor in respect of the Premises Licence;
or

At a time when the Designated Premises Supervisor does not hold a Personal Licence or his
Personal Licence is suspended.

2. Every supply of alcohol under the Premises Licence must be made, or authorised by a person who
holds a Personal Licence.

3. (1) The responsible person must ensure that staff on relevant premises do not carry out, arrange
or participate in any irresponsible promotions in relation to the premises.

(2) Inthis paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more of the following activities,
or substantially similar activities, carried on for the purpose of encouraging the sale or supply of
alcohol for consumption on the premises.

a) games or other activities which require or encourage, or are designed to require or
encourage, individuals to —

(i) drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink alcohol sold or
supplied on the premises before the cessation of the period in which the responsible
person is authorised to sell or supply alcohol), or

(i) drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit or otherwise);

b) provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a fixed or discounted
fee to the public or to a group defined by a particular characteristic in a manner which
carries a significant risk of undermining a licensing objective;

c) provision of free or discounted alcohol or any other thing as a prize to encourage or reward
the purchase and consumption of alcohol over a period of 24 hours or less in a manner
which carries a significant risk of undermining a licensing objective;

d) selling or supplying alcohol in association with promotional posters or flyers on, or in the
vicinity of, the premises which can reasonably be considered to condone, encourage or
glamorise anti-social behaviour or to refer to the effects of drunkenness in any favourable
manner.

e) dispensing alcohol directly by one person into the mouth of another (other than where that
other person is unable to drink without assistance by reason of disability).

4, The responsible person must ensure that free potable water is provided on request to customers
where it is reasonably available.
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5. (1) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder must ensure that an age
verification policy is adopted in respect of the premises in relation to the sale or supply of alcohol.
(2) The designated premises supervisor in relation to the premises licences must ensure that
the supply of alcohol at the premises is carried on in accordance with the age verification policy.

3) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible person to be under 18
years of age (or such older age as may be specified in the policy) to produce on request, before
being served alcohol, identification bearing their photograph, date of birth and either:-

(a) a holographic mark or
(b) an ultraviolet feature.
6. The responsible person shall ensure that —

(@ where any of the following alcoholic drinks is sold or supplied for consumption on the premises
(other than alcoholic drinks sold or supplied having been made up in advance ready for sale or
supply in a securely closed container) it is available to customers in the following measures —

(i) beer or cider: ¥ pint;

(i)  gin, rum, vodka or whisky: 25 ml or 35 ml; and
(i) still wine in a glass: 125 ml; and
(b) these measures are displayed in a menu, price list or other printed material which is available
to customers on the premises; and

(c) where a customer does not in relation to a sale of alcohol specify the quantity of alcohol to be
sold, the customer is made aware that these measures are available.

Minimum Drinks Pricing

1. Arelevant person shall ensure that no alcohol is sold or supplied for consumption on or off the
premises for a price which is less than the permitted price.

2. For the purposes of the condition set out in paragraph 1 —
(&) “duty” is to be construed in accordance with the Alcoholic Liquor Duties Act 1979
(b) “permitted price” is the price found by applying the formula —
P =D + (DxV)
Where —
()P is the permitted price

(i) D is the amount of duty chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the duty were charged on the
date of the sale or supply of the alcohol, and

(i) V is the rate of value added tax chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the value added tax
were charged on the date of the sale or supply of the alcohol;

(c) “relevant person” means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a premises

licence —
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0] The holder of the premises licence

(ii) The designated premises supervisor (if any) in respect of such a licence, or
(i) The personal licence holder who makes or authorises a supply of alcohol under such
a licence;

(d) “relevant person” means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a club
premises certificate, any member or officer of the club present on the premises in a capacity
which enables the member or officer to prevent the supply in question; and

(e) “value added tax” means value added tax charged in accordance with the Value Added Tax Act
1994,

3. Where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2 would (apart from the
paragraph) not be a whole number of pennies, the price given by that sub-paragraph shall be
taken to be the price actually given by that sub-paragraph rounded up to the nearest penny.

4, D Sub-paragraph (2) applies where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of
paragraph 2 on a day (“the first day”) would be different from the permitted price on the next
day (“the second day”) as a result of a change to the rate of duty or value added tax.

(2) The permitted price which would apply on the first day applies to sales or
supplies of alcohol which take place before the expiry of the period of 14 days beginning on
the second day.

If the Premises Licence allows Exhibition of Films

1.Where a premises licence authorises the exhibition of films, the licence must include a condition
requiring the admission of children to the exhibition of any film to be restricted in accordance with this
section.

2.Where the film classification body is specified in the licence, unless subsection (3)(b) applies, admission
of children must be restricted in accordance with any recommendation by that body.

3.Where
(@) The film classification body is not specified in the licence, or

(b) The relevant licensing authority has notified the holder of the licence that this subsection applies
to the film in question,

admission of children must be restricted in accordance with any recommendation made by that licensing
authority.

4.In this section “children” means any person aged under 18; and

“film classification body” means the person or persons designated as the authority under Section 4 of the
Video Recordings Act 1984(c39) (authority to determine suitability of video works for classification).

(a) “security activity” means an activity to which paragraph 2(1)(a) of that Schedule applies, and,
which is licensable conduct for the purposes of that Act, (see Section 3(2) of that Act) and

(b) paragraph 8(5) of that Schedule (interpretation of references to an occasion) applies as it applies
in relation to paragraph 8 of that Schedule.

Annex 2 — Conditions consistent with the Operating Schedule:

¢ Not more than 486 200 persons in total shall be permitted to be seated and 20
persons at the bar for the purposes of any entertainment permitted by this license..

¢ No Statutory nuisance shall be caused to local residents in the vicinity of the Abbey
Restaurant & Bar.

e An appropriate noise automatic noise control device must be used for any amplified
music. The device must be set to a level, which will prevent any amplified music
emanating from the premises causing a nuisance to the occupiers of the noise
sensitive premises.

o At the close of every licensable event, the management of the premises shall make an
announcement quietly, so as not to cause disturbance to nearby residents. A sign shall
be displayed within the premises requesting customers to leave quietly and staff shall
also be required to leave the premises quietly to avoid slamming doors when entering
their vehicles.
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Annexe 3 — Conditions attached after a hearing by the licensing authority:

Prevention of Crime & Disorder

1. The premises shall install and maintain a comprehensive CCTV system covering the
internal and external of the premises. It will also cover all entry and exit points enabling
full frontal identification of every person entering in any light condition. The CCTV
system shall continually record whilst the premises is open to the public and during all
times when customers remain on the premises. All recordings will be kept in an unedited
format for a period of not less the 28 days with time and date stamping. Recording shall
be made available immediately upon lawful request of Police, Local Authority or Trading
Standards. Download or export of CCTV should be in the native file format with the
native player.

A staff member from the premises who is conversant with the operation of the CCTV
system shall be available at all times when the premises are open to the public. This
staff member must be able to show Police, Local Authority or Trading Standards recent
data or footage with the absolute minimum of delay.

2. No entry or re-entry after 00:30 except for bona fide customers who have used the
designated smoking areas & monitored by a designated member of staff.

Public Safety

1. The management will risk assess the need for SIA registered door staff. These risk
assessments shall be kept for 12 months and be available for inspection immediately

upon request of Essex Police or other Responsible Authority.

2. When a requirement for door staff has been identified by the management or Essex
Police a minimum of 2 SIA registered door staff shall be employed.

The Prevention of Public Nuisance

1. No drinkware permitted outside the premises. Including to the smoking terrace.
2. No more than 15 people are permitted to use the smoking terrace at any time.
3. No more than 15 people are permitted to the front of the premises at any time

The Protection of Children from Harm

1. The premises shall operate a Challenge 25 age verification policy. Any person who
appears to be under the age of 25 shall be asked to produce photographic identification
to prove they are 18 or over. Failure to produce, will result in service being refused.
Acceptable forms of photographic identification include:

i. Passport,

ii. Photocard Driving Licence,

iii. Photographic ID bearing the ‘PASS’ hologram.

e Bar to remain at 20 persons.
