The Council will promptly commence a review of the Local Plan and update relevant
policies accordingly if:

e the Authority Monitoring Report demonstrates that annual housing delivery is less than 75% of the
annualised requirement or the projected completion rate (whichever is the lower) for three consecutive
years: or
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e the Council cannot demonstrate a five-year supply of deliverable housing land against the requirements
established through the Local Plan and Housing Implementation Strateqy.”
